Dear Parish Family,

“And suddenly there came from the sky a noise like a strong driving wind, and it filled the entire
house in which they were. Then there appeared to them tongues as of fire, which parted and came to rest
on each one of them. And they were all filled with the holy Spirit and began to speak in different tongues,
as the Spirit enabled them to proclaim” (Acts 2:2-4).

The Acts of the Apostles recounts this wonderful event where the Lord Jesus fulfilled his promise to send
the Advocate. The Solemnity of Pentecost reminds us of the gifts of the Spirit, these gifts that empower us to be
missionaries, to preach and to live the Gospel of Jesus Christ in the call for the “New Evangelization”.

Pentecost is the birth of the Church. When the Breath of Life descended into the Apostles and Disciples,
it gave them the courage and conviction to go and be witnesses of Christ. It is conceived by the deep experience
of prayer. This encounter gave them unity and divine joy that transcended all differences.

We read from the Scripture that the Apostles and Disciples gathered in fear and uncertainty. That they hid
in the upper room. When the Holy Spirit came to them, a great transformation happened, courage replaced fear
and confusion turned into understanding. They were called to be missionaries and witnesses of the Good News,
to evangelize! It is Jesus Christ who sent them and it is up to us to make Him known and to “Go into all the
world and preach the gospel to all creation” (Mark 16:15).

From this divine calling, Pentecost then is a day of outreach and of New Evangelization. Looking back
from the words of Pope Benedict XVI, in his homily at Saint Patrick Cathedral in New York City, he used the
analogy of the great stained-glass windows. The Holy Father said that one cannot appreciate the beauty of the
window from the outside, it looks dreary and hopeless, one must go inside to see its beauty where the light from
the sun illuminates its colors. It is alike in the Church, from the outside it looks old and outdated, one must go
inside to see, witness and to be in awe at the splendor of its beauty.

In our pilgrimage as missionaries, where we preach the Gospel, we must accompany it with how we live
our daily Christian lives. We know that world that we are living in is full of challenges, especially for us Catholic
Christians, but it is not so different from the early Church. We are being called to be bold witnesses of the
Gospel. The gifts of the Holy Spirit will give us the necessary skills to be faithful and courageous, echoing the
words of Pope Saint John Paul II, “Be not afraid”.

Having a missionary spirit will reenergize the Church. We must be reminded that the risen Lord will
accompany us along the way, just as it happened on the road to Emmaus (Luke 24:13-35). As we meditate on the

Third Person of the Trinity in our lives, let us go forth and spread the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

“Come Holy Spirit fill the hearts of your faithful and kindle in us the fire of your love. Send forth your
Spirit and we shall be created. And you shall renew the face of the earth!” Amen.
