We will begin at the 9am Mass every Sunday, after Mass refreshments will be offered at our Hospitality Sunday and at 10:10am the parents will accompany the children to the school or Roncalli House for formation classes.  
Michele Harding -Youth will continue to meet and collaborate with St. Luke and St Francis for many activities both fun and spiritual.  The youth will continue their service at Hall Neighborhood House for service and to Steubenville, in Massachusetts for spiritual weekend retreat.  They also continue to take part in Food Share at Franklin school in Norwalk and ministering to the people in Notre Dame Convalescent Home in Norwalk.  She also plans to include more adoration evenings, and Sunday gatherings.
